· To provide trained, qualified and enthusiastic leaders for all den and pack activities

· To provide training for parents/guardians and to keep them informed

· To provide activities that help strengthen family members and give them opportunities to work and play together

· To help families participate in Cub Scouting

How the Family Can Provide Help and Support for the Pack:

· Serve on the pack committee as needed
Faith in God Religious Award
Each boy should begin working on the Faith in God award when he turns eight years old and finish all of the requirements in the guidebook before his twelfth birthday.

To earn the Cub Scout Religious Square Knot complete all the activities with a square knot emblem next to them when he is nine or ten years old.
Basic Requirements:

· Pray daily to Heavenly Father.

· Read the scriptures regularly.

· Keep the commandments and live “My Gospel Standards.”

· Honor your parents and be kind to your family.

· Pay your tithing and attend tithing settlement.

· Attend sacrament meetings and Primary regularly.

Other Requirements:

· Write your testimony.

· Memorize the Articles of Faith and explain what they mean.

· Complete at least two activities each year in the guidebook for:

· Learning and Living the Gospel

· Serving Others

· Developing Talents

· While you are eleven years old, complete the activities for:
· Preparing for the Priesthood

· Have an interview with your bishop or branch president.

When your boy turns 9 years old he moves to the Bear Den and begins working on the Bear Badge


Choose 12 achievements from 24 choices in four areas:

Country


Family 


Self








After earning the Wolf or Bear Badge, your boy can earn Arrow Points


A GOLD Arrow Point for the first ten electives completed


A SILVER Arrow Point for each additional ten electives completed


There is no limit to the number of Arrow Points a boy may earn





To earn the Wolf rank, a boy must pass 12 achievements involving physical and mental skills





Once your boy has earned the Bobcat, he is ready to earn the Wolf Badge by completing 12 achievements involving simple physical and mental skills. Parents approve the boy’s work and sign his book.  The den leader keeps a record of and recognizes his progress  





Webelos helps a boy transition from Cub Scouts to Boy Scouts.  Most of a boy’s advancement work is approved by the Webelos den leader or an activity badge counselor.





Arrow of Light Award


The highest award a boy can earn as a Cub Scout is the Arrow of Light, earned while he is a Webelos Scout.  It is the only Cub Scout badge authorized to be worn on the Boy Scout uniform.





There are 24 Bear achievements in four categories: God, Country, Family, and Self. To earn the Bear rank, a boy must complete 12 of these.
